To Access
From the default Tiki menu, select Admin > Admin Home.
Since Tiki 14: Settings > Control Panels ( tiki-admin.php )

1. Use the Preference Filters to show only features of a specific level or type:
o Basic
o Advanced
o Experimental
o Unavailable

Basic features are probably needed for most Tiki sites. Advanced features may be for more specific use
cases or require more expertise. Experimental features include recently introduced features that may
not be complete or bug-free, and also features that may be redundant or retired soon. Unavailable
features are those that aren't functional due to the server configuration, etc. of the particular Tiki
installation.
