Use CRON format to enter the values in “Run Time”: Minute, Hour, Day of Month, Month, Day of Week
Eg. every 5 minutes: */5 * * * *

To set master cron job

Manually

The master cron job must be run quite frequently to check if Tiki Scheduler must launch another

operation.

Here are some examples (adjust to your server path and use case)

To run every minute

* ok x % * php /var/www/html/console.php scheduler:run

| To run every 30 minutes

*/30 * * * * php /var/www/html/console.php scheduler:run
